SCRAMBLE RULES

Format:

All four team members tee off from
appropriate tees

Best drive is determined by the team

Ball may be placed within 1 club length
from the best selected shot (3 inches on the
putting green)

Every player must play their next shot from
the best drive (follow this procedure until
the hole is complete, including putting)
Write 1 team score on the scorecard for
each hole

Basic Rules:

2 DRIVES MUST BE USED BY EVERY
TEAM MEMBER
THE ORIGINAL LIE OF THE BALL
CANNOT BE IMPROVED
o Example: if the best ball selected is
in the rough, other shots cannot be
made from the fairway even if it's
one club length away
KEEP UP THE PACE OF PLAY WITH THE
GROUP IN FRONT OF YOU
IN A GROUP OF 3 PLAYERS, ONE TEAM
MEMBER MAY PLAY 2 SHOTS FROM
EACH POSITION FOR THE ENTIRE
HOLE. THE GROUP MUST ROTATE THIS
PERSON EVERY HOLE

Etiguette:

Obey golf cart rules for the day;
ball marks and divots

Smooth all marks made in sand bunkers
Play at a quick pace

Obey all other local rules

In case off a tie score the course will
determine the 1st, 2nd and 3™ place teams
by their pre-set scoring formula at their
discretion.

Replace

Mulligan Rules

Each player can purchase a maximum of
two (2) Mulligans prior to Tee Off.

Only the purchaser of the Mulligans may
use them.

Mulligans can be used at anytime
throughout the day (tee, approach or
putting). Mulligans CANNOT be used to
compete for any prizes including the
HOLE in ONE prize!! NO
EXCEPTIONS!!!

Mulligan Tickets can be used ONLY ONE
TIME.

Unused tickets CANNOT be returned or
used at future Golf Classic’s. But each
unused ticket is suitable for framing.

SENIOR TOUR

All participants for the Senior Tour must
register in this category prior to Tee Off.

Senior Tour is open to any foursome in
which the combined ages of the players
total a minimum of 248 years.

Teams participating in the Senior Tour will
be playing for their own LOW GROSS
TEAM SCORE.

Only the individual Senior (player who'’s
age is 62 or older) can enter the Senior
LONGEST DRIVE Contest.

Senior’s will have a separate placard on the
same LONGEST DRIVE hole and
CANNOT participate in the regular
LONGEST DRIVE Contest.
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
